Joseph Lovinsky plays Principal Horn in The United States Army Concert Band in Washington, DC. He concurrently holds positions as Principal Horn with the Maryland Symphony and the Washington Ballet Orchestras and Professor of Horn at Howard University. 

Joseph began playing horn in the Dade County public school system and before beginning formal horn studies at the age of 17, made his Carnegie Hall debut as solo horn of the McDonald's All American Band. Joseph studied at the Peabody Institute and Curtis Institute of Music, and was later appointed horn teaching assistant at the Juilliard School and awarded the Irving Berlin Fellowship for Outstanding Orchestral Performance.  

Joseph Lovinsky has served as Principal Horn with numerous music ensembles including Miami City Ballet Orchestra, the Brooklyn Philharmonic, the Israel Pops Orchestra and Orquesta Sinfonica Nacional of the Dominican Republic. In 1999, Joseph had the honor of touring with Leonard Slatkin and the National Symphony Orchestra. He has also performed in Europe, South America and Asia and with artists Leonard Bernstein, Midori, Dizzy Gillespie, Zubin Mehta, Isaac Stern, and Yoyo Ma.
